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The students are ill focused on
enrolling in specific specializations,
despite the increase in registered
students and the accumulation in rates
of unemployed graduates in these
specialties

e About 62 thousand new students in
the Palestinian higher education
institutes for the year 2014/2015

e About 221 thousand registered
students in the Palestinian higher

education institutes for the year
2014/2015

e About 40 thousand graduates from
the Palestinian higher education
institutes for the year 2014/2015

e Health and engineering occupy fifth
of the specialties in Palestinian
universities

e More than a quarter of the students
in the administrative and
commercial work specializations

e The specializations of business and
management, education science, and
teacher training represent 44% of
the new students, 49% of the
enrolled students, and 53% of the
graduates

e The employees in the institutions of
higher  education are equally
distributed between academic and
non-academic jobs
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e The females constitute about one

third of the higher education
employees
e The number of students per

employee reaches 13.6 students on
average

e There are 31 students per each
academic employee

e Higher education students
distributed by 7700 students per
each academics research employee

Despite the low turnout, the
percentage of the secondary students
enrolled in technical and vocational
training is at a noticeable decline, with
the existence of a significant gap in
the ratio of enrolment in this sector
between males and females

The rate of enrolment in higher
education in Palestine is less than the
rate in the Arab countries and the
world ... and the widening of the gap
in the enrollment of higher education
by gender isin favor to the females

e The percentage of admission to
universities which was 44% in 2014
is lower than the average of the rest
of the Arab countries (58%), and the
world (65%)

Obvious absence of the contribution of
Arab countries in world expenditure
on research and development
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e The available data for 2013
indicates that the North America and
Western Europe have contributed by
around half of the world expenditure
on research and development, while
the contribution of twenty two Arab
countries did not exceed one percent
of the total world expenditure

Unemployment rates is increasing
over time, this increase is reinforced
directly proportional with number of
education years. The highest rate of
unemployment is among individuals
that have 13 or more education years

e The unemployment rate reached
around 42% among individuals 15
years and older who have 13
education years or more for 2015 in
Palestine

Within this status, and in the fact of
the increase of the man power
including the flow of higher education
graduates to the labour market, and

considering the limitations  of
absorbing enough numbers of
graduates, stakeholders  should

commit to find creative and practical
competitive alternatives in the market
for the graduates as a popular
competing “ commodity”
